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The Breeding Program 

A strong local breeding sector is essential for a sustainable Quarter Horse racing 
industry in Ontario. The incentives included in the Breeding Program are 
designed to meet the following objectives: 

• To maintain current Ontario breeding programs and encourage 
expanded breeding operations in Ontario 

• To encourage the breeding of quality American Quarter Horse racing 
stock in Ontario 

• To encourage Ontario owners/breeders to acquire quality fillies 
intended to become future ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES 

• To encourage all stakes-placed fillies to become (and remain as) 
Ontario breeding stock   

• To prove stallions standing in Ontario  

• To encourage growth in new ownership and investment in racing and 
breeding stock  

• To achieve international recognition for Ontario horses and to 
promote ONTARIO BRED horses. 

The Racing Program  

The incentives included in the Racing Program have been structured to meet the 
following objectives: 

• To maximize participation in Ontario Quarter Horse racing through 
encouraging Ontario ownership  

• To ensure a balance of racing opportunities between overnight races 
and stakes racing programs 

• To develop a stakes race(s), of sufficient caliber to qualify as AQHA 
graded stakes 

• To support on-going participation in multi-breed racing at Ajax 
Downs 

• To ensure a balance of restricted and open stake racing opportunities 
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• To place Ontario on the international map, and to achieve 

international recognition for Ontario horses through a feature Jackpot 
Race. 

 
The Industry Development Program 

The Quarter Horse Racing Industry is positioned to provide leadership and 
innovation to support participation and employment through Program funding 
for: 

• Skills training for entry-level employees 

• Advanced training for industry participants 

• Networking opportunities and Industry Communications  

• Quarter Horse Racing and Breeding Stock Sale 

• Expanded post-racing sales markets for horses 

• Group insurance benefits.  

1.2 Program Requirements 

Eligibility to receive benefits under the Program will be through a two-step 
process: 

1.  Enrolling the people eligible to receive payments from the Program fund 
(Breeders, Owners, Lessees, etc.), and 

2. Accrediting and/or recording the horses that meet the Program eligibility 
criteria. 

Program Administration 

The Ontario Racing Commission (ORC) is the Program Administrator for the 
Ontario Quarter Horse Racing Industry Development Program. The work of the 
Program Administrator is supported by the Quarter Horse Industry Advisory 
Group, which provides industry input and recommendations on implementation 
and policy development for the Program.  

The Ontario Racing Commission, as Program Administrator, reserves the right 
to alter the conditions of all or part of the Ontario Quarter Horse Racing Industry 
Development Program as the ORC, in its sole discretion, determines to ensure 
fairness and equality to all participants.  
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Rules Interpretation 

Each individual, partnership or corporation enrolled with the Program agrees to 
be bound by the rules of the Ontario Racing Commission, the rules of the 
Program, and the rules of the American Quarter Horse Association, as they relate 
to elements of the Program. If there is a conflict in the rules, then the rules of the 
Program shall prevail, and shall be enforced by the Ontario Racing Commission. 

All individual, corporate, partnership or syndicate owners, breeders, and 
lessees enrolling in the Program (and receiving benefits from the Program) shall be 
required to be licensed by the Ontario Racing Commission. 

All declarations signed on Program application forms are legally binding 
statements. Any individual or corporate entity enrolled in the Program who 
violates the conditions or intent of the Program, will be subject to investigation, 
judicial review and potential sanctions and disciplinary action, as may be 
deemed appropriate by the Ontario Racing Commission. 

The Program Registry 

The Ontario Racing Commission has established a Program Registry, responsible 
for the administration of program elements, and the required data tracking 
services. People must enrol with the Program Registry, and update their 
enrolment information on an annual basis in order to receive benefit payments 
from the Program.  

Eligibility for horses to receive benefits from the Program will be confirmed 
through their records within the Program Registry database system. 

Who Must Enrol in the Program Registry … 

• Breeders potentially eligible for Breeders’ Awards, and/or Stakes Breeder 
Bonuses 

• Stallion Owners/Lessees potentially eligible for Stallion Awards, and/or 
Stakes Stallion Bonuses 

• Owners (or Lessees) of ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES 

• Owners (or Lessees) of ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS 

• Agents or Guardians of minors (under 18-years-of-age) who qualify as 
any of the above.
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2. PROGRAM DEFINITIONS 
Special conditions apply to foals born in 2007 and earlier years, as outlined 
in Section 2.1 of this chapter.  

The following definitions will apply for the Breeding Program and the Racing 
Program for foals of 2010: 

AQHA — American Quarter Horse Association 

ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARE — Means a mare that is registered with 
the AQHA and recorded with the Program Registry that has resided in the 
Province of Ontario for no less than 270 consecutive and clear days ahead of 
the date of foaling out in Ontario. Exemptions for the requirement for 
consecutive days of residency may be recognized by application to the 
Program Registry.  

ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLION — Means a stallion registered with the AQHA 
and recorded with the Program Registry, owned or leased by an ONTARIO 

RESIDENT, standing in the Province of Ontario for the entire NORTHERN 

HEMISPHERE BREEDING SEASON of the year of accreditation.  

A stallion will lose its ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLION status if: 

• He is sold (or leased) to a non-Ontario resident, or 

• He stands for service in a province (or state) other than the Province of 
Ontario during the NORTHERN HEMISPHERE BREEDING SEASON of the 
current year 

Should an ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLION lose its accreditation status during 
any breeding season, foals conceived prior to the loss of accreditation shall be 
eligible for ONTARIO SIRED status, subject to confirmation based on breeding 
records. 

For the purposes of recognition as an ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLION, a 
stallion is considered to be owned (or leased) by an ONTARIO RESIDENT, if 100% 
ownership (100% lessee interests) of the stallion is by ONTARIO RESIDENT(S),  

OR 
Where the ownership/lessee is a Registered stable, farm, corporation, limited 
partnership or syndicate, the ownership/lessee entity is under the control of 
partners, members, shareholders or other owners who are ONTARIO RESIDENTS. 
An Entity shall be deemed to be controlled by another person or by two or more 
Entities if, but only if: 
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a) voting authority over the first-mentioned Entity carrying more than 
50 per cent of the votes required to elect directors or such personnel 
as may be equivalent to directors are held, other than by way of 
secured debt obligation only, by or for the benefit of such other 
person or by or for the benefit of such other Entities; and 

b) the votes carried by any securities are sufficient, if exercised, to 
elect a majority of the directors or such personnel as may be 
equivalent to directors of the first-mentioned Entity. 

ONTARIO SIRED — Means a foal whose sire was an ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLION 
in the foal’s conception year. 

ONTARIO FOALED — Means a foal, recorded in the Program Registry, born in the 
Province of Ontario out of a mare that is its dam. The mare must have been 
recorded with the Program Registry prior to Date-of-Foaling in Ontario. Any foal 
not born from its dam does not qualify as ONTARIO FOALED.  

ONTARIO BRED — Means a foal born in the Province of Ontario, out of an ONTARIO 

ACCREDITED BROODMARE. Only one foal per ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARE may 
be declared to the Program Registry for each birth year.  

Foals of 2010 — To clarify the status of foals born in Ontario in 2010, the 
following conditions apply: 
 

• Foals born in Ontario in 2010 out of a 2009 ONTARIO ACCREDITED 

BROODMARE will be eligible to be recorded as ONTARIO BRED (provided 
the foal meets all other eligibility criteria to be recorded in the Program 
Registry) 

• Foals born in Ontario in 2010 out of a mare that was recorded with the 
Program Registry prior to Date-of-Foaling, but was not a 2009 ONTARIO 

ACCREDITED BROODMARE, will be eligible to be recorded as ONTARIO 

FOALED (provided the foal meets all other eligibility criteria to be 
recorded in the Program Registry). 

Offspring Resulting from Embryo Transfer Procedures 

Offspring of embryo transfer procedures will qualify for ONTARIO BRED status if 
the following conditions apply: 
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• Donor Mare must be earning ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARE status and 
enrolled with the Program Registry at the time of transfer and 
implantation 

• The Recipient Mare must serve the residency period in the Province of 
Ontario through foaling (in Ontario) 

• If a foal is born out of the dam (Donor Mare), such foal is the ONLY foal 
that can be recognized by the Program Registry for the calendar year 

• Only ONE FOAL per dam per birth year will be allowed in the Program 
Registry. Where there is more than one offspring per dam in a given birth 
year, a foal out of the dam would take precedence, followed by the oldest 
foal born out of surrogate mares in the same birth year that qualifies for 
the Program, as verified by date of birth recorded on AQHA Certificate(s) 
of Registration for all registered offspring of the dam 

• The current registered owner or lessee of the Donor Mare is the only 
person who can register a foal to the Program Registry. 

ONTARIO RESIDENT — A person whose permanent home or principal home is in 
Ontario and who resides at that home for no less than 182 days in a calendar 
year.  

A Registered stable, farm, corporation or limited partnership, registered with the 
AQHA as an ownership group, will be considered an ONTARIO RESIDENT, IF: 

• The stable, farm, corporation or limited partnership is registered with 
the AQHA, 

• The primary business location for the stable, farm, or limited 
partnership — or the registered head office for the corporation — is in 
the Province of Ontario, AND 

• At least one member of the Registered stable, farm, corporation, limited 
partnership or syndicate is an ONTARIO RESIDENT. 

The Corresponding Officer (or designated representative) for a Registered stable, 
farm, corporation or limited partnership will be required to sign a declaration 
with the Program Registry which reports the percentage of the ownership group 
that are ONTARIO RESIDENT(S). 

Should any dispute or disagreement arise, the person (or entity) bears the onus 
of proving that they fall within the meaning of ONTARIO RESIDENT. 
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ONTARIO RESIDENT LESSEE — A lessee as defined by AQHA Rule #225 — 2010 
Handbook of Rules & Regulations — that is an ONTARIO RESIDENT. 

AQHA RULE #225 — LEASES 

(a) For a lease of a horse to be recognized by AQHA, written notice of 
such lease shall be filed with AQHA, signed by both the recorded 
owner as lessor, and lessee. The notice shall specify the effective date of 
lease and may provide a term no longer than three years, at the 
expiration of which, the lease must be re-recorded to remain effective. If 
the term is intended for a shorter period, it shall also provide a 
termination date. Termination other than expiration of lease term may 
be accomplished by written notice to AQHA, specifying the termination 
date, signed by both lessor and lessee, or by a properly executed 
transfer report, which shows a change of ownership from lessor to 
lessee, signed by the record owner/lessor. No additional fee shall be 
charged for terminating the lease, whether automatic or by subsequent 
notice thereof.  
(b) Enforcement against the lessee of limitation on use of the horse is 
solely the responsibility of the lessor. 
(c) Transfer of ownership arising from recognized claiming races will 
terminate such lease. 
(d) During the effective term of the lease, AQHA will not record 
subsequent changes in ownership until the lease is terminated. Only the 
lessee or lessee’s authorized agent is authorized to sign a breeder’s 
certificate, stallion breeding report or registration application pertaining 
to the leased horses. 
(e) Proper fees must be remitted as per rule 222. 

CANADIAN RESIDENT — A person whose permanent home or principal home is in 
Canada and who resides at that home for no less than 182 days in a calendar 
year.  

A Registered stable, farm, corporation or limited partnership, registered with the 
AQHA as an ownership group, will be considered a CANADIAN RESIDENT, IF: 

• The stable, farm, corporation or limited partnership is registered with 
the AQHA, 

• The primary business location for the stable, farm, or limited 
partnership — or the registered head office for the corporation — is in 
Canada, AND 
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• At least one member of the Registered stable, farm, corporation, limited 
partnership or syndicate is a CANADIAN RESIDENT. 

The Corresponding Officer (or designated representative) for a Registered stable, 
farm, corporation or limited partnership will be required to sign a declaration 
with the Program Registry which reports the percentage of the ownership group 
that are CANADIAN RESIDENT(S). 

Should any dispute or disagreement arise, the person (or entity) bears the onus 
of proving that they fall within the meaning of CANADIAN RESIDENT. 

BREEDER-OF-RECORD — Means a breeder as defined by AQHA Rule # 211(a) — 
2010 Handbook of Rules & Regulations — subject to accreditation rules 
regarding confirmation of residency of the mare. 

AQHA RULE #211(A): The breeder of a horse is the owner of the dam 
at the time of service, except when a mare is held under lease at time of 
breeding and written notification of such lease signed by the lessee and 
lessor is on file with AQHA at time of registration, in which event the 
registration certificate shall show the lessee as the breeder. When a 
frozen embryo permit is used to register a foal, the original purchaser of 
the frozen embryo permit shall show as the breeder. 

NORTHERN HEMISPHERE BREEDING SEASON — That period during each calendar 
year, commencing when the stallion breeds his first mare situated in the 
Northern Hemisphere, and ending the day the stallion breeds his last mare 
situated in the Northern Hemisphere. During this entire period, the stallion must 
remain situated in Ontario to remain eligible for ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLION 
status, and if a Dual Hemisphere Stallion, it must remain situated in Ontario for 
at least 170 consecutive days. For breeding stallions that are also racing or in the 
event of a medical emergency, the Ontario Racing Commission, in its sole 
discretion, may waive the requirement to remain situated in Ontario. 

RESTRICTED RACING — For the purposes of Program funding, means a race 
restricted to ONTARIO BRED, or ONTARIO FOALED or ONTARIO SIRED horses, or to 
horses owned by ONTARIO RESIDENTS. 

OPEN ALLOWANCE RACING — For the purposes of Program funding, means a race 
in which eligibility is based upon amounts of money won or earned, or number 
of races a horse has won over a specified time, and not restricted by origin of the 
horse or residency of the owner. 
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2.1 Special Conditions for Foals of 2007 and Earlier Years  

A horse’s status as recorded in the Program Registry is based on the criteria in 
effect in its birth year. This status (ONTARIO FOALED, ONTARIO BRED, ONTARIO 

SIRED) is maintained for the horse’s full racing career. 

For the purposes of being recorded in the Program Registry, and eligibility for 
Program benefits for foals born in 2007 and earlier years, the following Special 
Conditions shall apply: 

Ontario Foaled Horses 

For foals born in 2007 and earlier to be recorded in the Program Registry as an 
ONTARIO FOALED horse, they must have been foaled in Ontario. A copy of the 
AQHA Certificate of Registration must be supplied. 

Ontario Bred Horses 

For foals born in 2007 and earlier, to be recorded in the Program Registry as an 
ONTARIO BRED horse they must have been foaled in Ontario AND the BREEDER-
OF-RECORD must have been resident in Ontario at the time of breeding. A copy of 
the AQHA Certificate of Registration must be supplied. 

Only ONE FOAL per dam per birth year will be allowed in the Program 
Registry. Where there is more than one offspring per dam in a given 
birth year, a foal out of the dam would take precedence, followed by the 
oldest foal born out of surrogate mares in the same birth year that 
qualify for the Program. 

Ontario Sired Horses 

For foals born in 2007 and earlier to be recorded in the Program Registry as an 
ONTARIO SIRED horse, the following must be provided at the time of recording: 

• A copy of the AQHA Certificate of Registration for the foal showing an 
ONTARIO resident stallion as the Sire 

AND 

• A signed declaration by the BREEDER-OF-RECORD or the Owner of the 
foal that it was sired by a stallion that was resident in ONTARIO at the 
time of service. 
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3. THE BREEDING PROGRAM  

In line with the identified goals of the Quarter Horse Racing Industry 
Development Plan, the Breeding Program includes a suite of incentives to: 

• Increase the supply of available racing Quarter Horses in Ontario to 
support an expanded program of racing days, and 

• Improve the quality of racing Quarter Horses in Ontario to support 
higher caliber races and enhance the competitiveness of the live racing 
product. 

Incentives in the Breeding Program include: 

• Breeders Awards 

• Stallion Awards 

• Stakes Breeder and Stallion Bonus Awards 

• Princess Breeding Incentive. 

3.1 Enrolling with the Program Registry  

In order to receive incentive payments from the Breeding Program, owners (or 
lessees) must be enrolled with the Program. This includes: 

• Breeders potentially eligible for Breeders’ Awards, and/or Stakes Breeder 
Bonuses 

• Stallion Owners/Lessees potentially eligible for Stallion Awards, and/or 
Stakes Stallion Bonuses 

• Owners (or Lessees) of ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES 

• Owners (or Lessees) of ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS 

• Agents or Guardians of minors (under 18-years-of-age) who qualify as 
any of the above 

 
Deadlines For 2010 Enrolment 

Enrolment with the Program must be completed annually, no later than  
March 1st of the current year. 

• The Owner or Lessee of a horse eligible for benefits under the Program 
must be enrolled with the Program Registry by March 1, 2010 
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• The Owner, Breeder or Lessee of a horse eligible for benefits under the 
Program, must be enrolled with the Program Registry before records can 
be created for their horse(s) 

• Enrolment with the Program Registry must be completed prior to 
payment of any benefits. 

Information Required For Enrolment 

At the time of enrolment, you are required to provide: 

• A valid, current Ontario Racing Commission licence number 

• Current mailing address and contact information 

• A Declaration of Residency (provided on the Application to Enrol 
form) 

• Where the eligible Owner/Breeder/Lessee is a minor (under 18-years-of-
age), the Guardian enrolling on behalf of the minor will be required to 
attest to Ontario residency if applicable 

• A partnership, limited partnership, syndicate or corporation shall show 
the Province of Ontario as its principal place of business 

• The individual enrolling on behalf of a partnership, limited partnership, 
syndicate or corporation will be required to declare the percentage of 
the ownership group that meets the qualification as ONTARIO RESIDENT. 

Fees For Enrolment 

There will be no fees required for enrolment for the 2010 season (other than fees 
required to acquire a valid, current ORC licence). In future years, it is expected 
that enrolment with the Program will include payment of fees, with payment of 
such fees considered a mandatory requirement to receive Program benefits. 

3.2 Horses in the Program Registry  

In order to be eligible for Program benefits, horses are required to be 
“accredited” or “recorded” according to the Program Definitions.  

A record will be created for each horse in the Program Registry, which will 
track its status for Program benefits, including points accumulated, money won, 
current Owner (and/or Lessee), BREEDER-OF-RECORD and any other information 
required by the Program. 
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The following horses will be required to be accredited by the Program 
Registry: 

• Ontario resident broodmares 

• Ontario resident stallions. 

The following horses will be required to be recorded with the Program 
Registry: 

• ONTARIO FOALED horses 

• ONTARIO BRED horses  

• ONTARIO SIRED horses. 

Accredited Horses  
Both ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES and ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS 

will be required to be accredited each breeding year for which offspring are 
eligible for future Program benefits.   

The process to have a mare or stallion accredited to the Program is as follows: 

1.  Apply to Accredit the Mare or Stallion. The current owner or lessee will 
apply to the Program Registry to accredit a mare or stallion by providing a 
completed accreditation form which will include: 

• A copy of the AQHA Certificate of Registration for the horse  

• A copy of the AQHA Lease Authorization form (if applicable)  

• A declaration of the “home farm” in the Province of Ontario for the 
mare or stallion 

• Thoroughbred mares recognized by AQHA or with an AQHA 
registration pending may apply for accreditation to the Program.  In 
both cases a copy of U.S. Jockey Club or CTHS registration papers (front 
and back) is required. 

2. Maintain Residency for the required period. Horses are required to maintain 
their accreditation for the breeding year through continued residency in the 
Province of Ontario, confirmed through the following: 

• ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES and ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS 
may be subject to inspection on the Ontario “home farm” at any time 
during the breeding year 
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• Owners/lessees of ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS will be required to 

provide an annual Stallion Breeding Report by November 30 of the 
current breeding season 

• ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES or ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS 
leaving Ontario for temporary absence during the accreditation period 
will be required to report the dates and reason for such absence to the 
Program Registry, and report the return of the mare or stallion to 
Ontario. 

3. For Accreditation of Stallions, completion of the accreditation process for 
the current year will include submitting a Stallion Breeding Report to the 
Program Registry on-or-before November 30th of the current breeding year. 

Deadlines for Accrediting Horses in 2010 

To be eligible for 2010 Program benefits, horses must be accredited with the 
Program Registry by the following deadlines: 

270 Days Ahead of Foaling – In order for a mare to achieve ONTARIO 

ACCREDITED BROODMARE status for a 2011 foal, she must be resident in 
Ontario for a minimum of 270 days ahead of foaling (in Ontario). The 
date of application for accreditation (date the application is received by 
the Program) is considered “Day-One” of the residency period. 

Date-of-Foaling — A 2010 Application to Accredit an Ontario Broodmare 
form must be received by the Program Registry before Date-of-Foaling 
(in Ontario) in order for her foal to be considered ONTARIO FOALED. 

January 15 – Deadline to apply to accredit an Ontario stallion for the 
2010 breeding season.  The stallion must be accredited to the Program 
before he breeds his first mare of the season. By application to the 
Program Administrator, a stallion may be accepted into the Program 
after the January 15th deadline, PROVIDED that the stallion has not bred 
any mares in the current year prior to date of application. 

March 1 – Deadline to renew ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES status, 
for mares previously recognized by the Program Registry. 

November 30 – Deadline for Ontario Accredited Stallions to provide a 
Stallion Breeding Report to the Program for the current breeding season. 
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Recorded Horses  

ONTARIO FOALED, ONTARIO BRED, and ONTARIO SIRED foals and horses, will be 
required to be recorded with the Program Registry in order to be eligible to receive 
Program benefits. 

Recording Ontario offspring to the Program Registry will only be required 
once (per foal/horse). The record for the foal/horse will indicate its status for 
Program benefits (ONTARIO FOALED, ONTARIO BRED, ONTARIO SIRED, or a 
combination of ONTARIO FOALED/ONTARIO SIRED, or ONTARIO BRED/ONTARIO 

SIRED). 

Deadlines for Recording Horses in 2010 

To be eligible for 2010 Program benefits, horses must be recorded with the 
Program Registry by the following deadlines: 

Before Time of Entry – A racing horse must be recorded in the Program 
Registry before entry into a race to be eligible to receive Program Purse 
Bonuses.  

15 Days After Last Day of Racing – All people and horses must be 
enrolled or recorded with the Program Registry no later than 15 days 
after the last day of racing for the season, in order to receive Program 
benefits for the current racing year. 

Fees For Accrediting or Recording Horses 

There will be no fees required for accreditation of broodmares or stallions for the 
2010 season (other than fees required to acquire a valid ORC licence). 

There will be no fees required for recording the ONTARIO FOALED, ONTARIO 

BRED or ONTARIO SIRED status of a horse to the Program Registry in 2010. In future 
years, it is expected that annual enrolment and/or accreditation with the Program 
will include payment of fees, with receipt of such fees considered a mandatory 
requirement for eligibility for accreditation each year. 

3.3 Breeding Program Incentives  

The Breeding Program has been designed to encourage investment in the Ontario 
Quarter Horse breeding sector. For 2010, the following budget has been allocated 
to incentives for Ontario breeders and stallion owners.

Incentives for ONTARIO SIRED offspring will be enhanced with the 
introduction of the Quarter Horse Ontario Sires Stakes, commencing with the 
Ontario Sires Stakes Futurity in 2011 (for foals of 2009). 

2010 BREEDERS’ AWARDS 

To be awarded at year end (close of racing season) to the BREEDER-OF-RECORD 
based on accumulated points in Quarter Horse racing in Ontario. The points 
model for eligibility for Breeders’ Awards payments is as follows:

2.  Individuals, partnerships, syndicates, or corporations eligible to receive 
2010 Stallion Awards, must meet the following criteria:

• Must be an ONTARIO RESIDENT (See Chapter 2: Program Definitions) 

• Must enrol themselves as Stallion Owner/Lessee annually with the

1. Bonus payments will be made to eligible beneficiaries, within 30 days of 
the posting of the official results of the stakes race, provided the horse is 
recorded with the Program Registry prior to entry in the race. 

2. All relevant rules for verifying a horse’s status as ONTARIO BRED, and 
ONTARIO SIRED will apply.

1. Eligibility for the Princess Stakes Futurity will be determined by stakes 
trials. 

2. Fillies eligible for nomination to the Princess Stakes Futurity must be 
owned by an ONTARIO RESIDENT at time of nomination and at time of 
racing. 

3. The Princess Stakes Futurity will be administered as a component of the 
QROOI 2010 Stakes Program, subject to the terms and conditions 
outlined here. 

Princess Stakes Derby: To encourage Ontario Owners and Breeders to acquire 
fillies intended to become future ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARE(S), the Princess 
Stakes Derby is open to three-year-old fillies owned by an ONTARIO RESIDENT.  

APPROVED PROGRAM BUDGET FOR 2010:  $50,000 ADDED MONEY 

 The Program fund will provide sufficient added money to meet the purse 
qualification for AQHA graded race status at the earliest possible date. The 
Program cannot guarantee that the race will receive AQHA graded status. 
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1. Eligibility for the Princess Stakes Derby will be determined by stakes 
trials. 

2. Fillies eligible for nomination to the Princess Stakes Derby must be 
owned by an ONTARIO RESIDENT at time of nomination and at time of 
racing. 

3. The Princess Stakes Derby will be administered as a component of the 
QROOI 2010 Stakes Program, subject to the terms and conditions 
outlined here. 

 
PRINCESS STAKES BREEDING INCENTIVE 

The intent of the Princess Stakes Breeding Incentive is to encourage quality fillies, 
qualified through their participation in the Princess Stakes Futurity and the 
Princess Stakes Derby, to remain in Ontario as ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARES 
for their breeding career. The Princess Stakes Breeding Incentive is earned by fillies 
who have successfully qualified for the Princess Stakes Futurity and/or the Princess 
Stakes Derby each year.  

For 2010: 

• To the top ten (10) Princess Stakes Futurity and the top ten (10) 
Princess Stakes Derby contenders, as determined by Princess Stakes 
Trials, will be credited an amount of $6,000 

• To the next following six (6) highest ranked fillies, as determined by 
Princess Stakes Trials, (for both Princess Stakes Futurity and Princess 
Stakes Derby) will be credited an amount of $4,000 

APPROVED PROGRAM BUDGET:  MAXIMUM $168,000 (BASED ON ELIGIBILITY) 

The Princess Stakes Breeding Incentive is credited to the filly. A certificate will be 
issued (by the Program Administrator) to the owner of an eligible filly after each 
respective race. The certificate will be redeemable for its face value by any future 
owner who qualifies under the rules.  

The Princess Stakes Breeding Incentive Certificate is redeemable by application to 
the Program Administrator when the filly (mare) qualifies as an eligible ONTARIO 

ACCREDITED BROODMARE, which means: 

• The mare meets the residency requirements in the year in which 
she is an ONTARIO ACCREDITED BROODMARE, including foaling out in 
Ontario 
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• Broodmares that do not come to term, may be eligible for 

redemption of the Incentive Certificate by special application to the 
Program Administrator. 

Filly/Mare Owners should also note that the Princess Stakes Breeding Incentive 
includes the following deadlines for redemption of the Incentive Certificate: 

• Owners of fillies that earned eligibility in 2007 (i.e. raced in 2007), 
must apply for the incentive payment no later than 2011 

• Owners of fillies that earned eligibility in 2008 (i.e. raced in 2008), 
must apply for the incentive payment no later than 2012 

• Fillies earning eligibility in 2009 (i.e. racing 2009), must apply for 
the incentive payment no later than 2013 

• Fillies earning eligibility in 2010 (i.e. racing 2010), must apply for 
the incentive payment no later than 2014. 

Eligibility for the Princess Breeding Incentive payment belongs to the filly and will 
be transferred with ownership transfer of the filly. 
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4. THE RACING PROGRAM  

Ajax Downs has received approval for forty days of racing in 2010. The racing 
season will include up to ten-races-per-day for forty days, including 14 (fourteen) 
stakes races. 

4.1 Overnight Racing Program 

The 2010 Program Budget for overnight racing (including stakes trials) is 
allocated as follows:

OPEN ALLOWANCE RACING 

In 2010, the Program has allocated an additional purse fund amount of $400,000 
for the full race season to supplement the purses of open allowance races in the 
overnight racing program. 

The maximum amount payable per race is $5,000 (in addition to base purse). 
Eligible races for use of these funds will include open overnight races, allowance 
races or comparable caliber. Claiming and/or speed index races will not be 
eligible for purse supplements from this fund. Eligible races will qualify for 
payment of Ontario Bred and/or Ontario Sired Purse Bonus(es). 

MAXIMUM PAYABLE PER ELIGIBLE RACE: $5,000 

GUARANTEED STARTER BONUS 

An allocated fund available for distribution to owners of non-purse winning 
horses that have entered and started at Ajax Downs, excluding stakes races.  

MAXIMUM PAYABLE PER ELIGIBLE HORSE PER RACE: $200  
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2010 ONTARIO BRED PURSE BONUS 

The Ontario Bred/Foaled Purse Bonus will be named the Ontario Bred Purse Bonus in 
2010. To increase the market value of ONTARIO BRED horses, the 2010 Program 
includes an Ontario Bred Purse Bonus, for non-restricted races (overnight races 
and stakes trials). Only horses that are ONTARIO BRED will be eligible to receive 
the Bonus in open unrestricted races. Starting in 2010, ONTARIO FOALED horses are 
no longer eligible for the Bonus, unless they are foals of 2007 or earlier.  

This incentive will be paid out as a percentage of the purse from 1st to 5th place, 
for all overnight races and stakes trials that are NOT restricted to ONTARIO BRED, 
ONTARIO FOALED or ONTARIO SIRED entries.  

The following races WILL NOT be eligible for the bonus: 

• Overnight (non-stakes) races restricted to ONTARIO BRED, ONTARIO 

FOALED or ONTARIO SIRED horses 

• Stakes trials for stakes races restricted to ONTARIO BRED, ONTARIO 

FOALED or ONTARIO SIRED horses 

• Stakes races.  

The Ontario Bred Purse Bonus will be paid as part of the purse, distributed in the 
same proportions as purse payments – with jockeys eligible for proportional 
benefit from the Bonus. Horses must have their status as ONTARIO BRED or 

ONTARIO FOALED recorded with the Program Registry prior to entry in the race in 
order for the Bonus to be paid. 

MAXIMUM PAYABLE PER ELIGIBLE RACE: $3,500 

2010 ONTARIO SIRED PURSE BONUS 

To increase the market value of ONTARIO SIRED horses, the 2010 Program 
introduces an Ontario Sired Purse Bonus, for non-restricted races (overnight races 
and stakes trials).  

This incentive will be paid out as a percentage of the purse from 1st to 5th place, 
for all overnight races and stakes trials that are NOT restricted to ONTARIO SIRED, 
ONTARIO BRED or ONTARIO FOALED entries.  

The following races WILL NOT be eligible for the bonus: 

• Overnight (non-stakes) races restricted to ONTARIO SIRED, ONTARIO 

BRED or ONTARIO FOALED horses 
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• Stakes trials for stakes races restricted to ONTARIO SIRED, ONTARIO 

BRED or ONTARIO FOALED horses 

• Stakes races. 

The Ontario Sired Purse Bonus will be paid as part of the purse, distributed in the 
same proportions as purse payments – with jockeys eligible for proportional 
benefit from the Bonus. Horses must have their status as ONTARIO SIRED recorded 
with the Program Registry prior to entry in the race in order for the Bonus to be 
paid. 

MAXIMUM PAYABLE PER ELIGIBLE RACE: $1,000 

2010 RESTRICTED OVERNIGHT RACES 

To add further value to ONTARIO BRED and ONTARIO SIRED horses the Program has 
allocated an additional purse fund amount of $250,000 for the full race season, to 
supplement purses for restricted overnight races. 

The maximum amount payable per race is $4,500 (in addition to base purse). 
Eligible races for use of this fund includes overnight races or stakes trials that do 
not qualify for payment of the Ontario Bred OR Ontario Sired Purse Bonus(es). 

MAXIMUM PAYABLE PER ELIGIBLE RACE: $4,500

Funding for the 2010 QROOI Stakes Program will be allocated to a balance 

of open and restricted stakes races. For the purposes of Program added money: 

(1) Program added money for two stakes restricted by ONTARIO 

RESIDENT ownership — Princess Stakes Futurity, and Princess Stakes Derby 

(2) Program added money for three stakes restricted to ONTARIO BRED 
horses, not restricted by residency of owner — Alex Picov Memorial 
Futurity, Ontario Bred Derby and Ontario Bred Maturity 

(3) Program added money for three stakes restricted to Canadian 
Resident owners — All Canadian Futurity, All Canadian Derby, All 
Canadian Classic 

(4) Program added money for six stakes races, not restricted by either 
residency of ownership, or province-of-birth of the racing stock — Alex 
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Picov Memorial Championship, Ontario Jackpot, Ajax Downs Classic, Maple 
Leaf Futurity, Maple Leaf Derby, 3-Year-Old Maiden Stakes. 

It is intended that the Racing Program at Ajax Downs will continue to offer 
stakes racing opportunities for AQHA registered horses, and Paint horses 
registered with the American Paint Horse Association (APHA). 

Feature Jackpot Race  

To place Ontario on the international map and give Ontario horses international 
recognition, the Ontario Jackpot Race was introduced in 2009. Program funding for 
the purse will support AQHA Graded status, with $150,000 in added money. 

 The Ontario Jackpot is open to all horses that have met the nomination and 
sustaining eligibility requirements and deadlines, and will not be restricted by 
residency of owner, or province/state of birth of the horse.  Successful Ontario 
progeny will be eligible for the 2010 Stakes Breeder and Stallion Bonus. 

The Ontario Jackpot will be administered as a component of the QROOI 2010 
Stakes Program, subject to the terms and conditions outlined here. 

APPROVED PROGRAM BUDGET FOR 2010: $150,000 ADDED MONEY 

2010 RESTRICTED STAKES PROGRAM 

To promote current Ontario breeding programs, and encourage continued and 
expanded breeding operations in Ontario, in 2010 the Program fund will provide 
added money to select restricted races in the QROOI Stakes Program as follows: 

ALEX PICOV MEMORIAL FUTURITY — For the 2010 racing season conditions for 
the Alex Picov Memorial Futurity are restricted to ONTARIO BRED entries 
recorded with the Program Registry. 

APPROVED PROGRAM BUDGET FOR 2010: $100,000 ADDED MONEY 

ONTARIO BRED DERBY — The Ontario Bred Derby is restricted to ONTARIO 

BRED three-year-olds recorded with the Program Registry with preference 
given to the top ten (10) nominees having earned their AQHA Register of 
Merit status and the highest accumulated points per the points formula (on 
page 28) for the current race season.  

APPROVED PROGRAM BUDGET FOR 2010:  $50,000 ADDED MONEY 
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ONTARIO BRED MATURITY — The Ontario Bred Maturity is restricted to 
ONTARIO BRED four-year-olds and up, recorded with the Program Registry 
with preference given to the top ten (10) nominees having earned AQHA 
Register of Merit status and the highest accumulated points per the points 
formula for the current race season.  

APPROVED PROGRAM BUDGET FOR 2010:  $50,000 ADDED MONEY 

1. The Restricted Stakes Program will be administered as a 
component of the QROOI 2010 Stakes Program, subject to the terms 
and conditions outlined here. 

2. Points accumulation shall accrue to the horse for Quarter Horse 
racing in Ontario, as outlined in the stakes conditions (published by 
the QROOI). 

3. Points accumulation for eligibility for entry will be calculated using 
the formula as outlined below.

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QUARTER HORSE ONTARIO SIRES STAKES 

In 2008, The Program announced the introduction of the Quarter Horse Ontario 
Sires Stakes (QH-OSS) to be introduced for two-year-olds of 2011 (foals of 2009).  

The Quarter Horse Ontario Sires Stakes will be phased in from 2011 through 
2013 open to offspring of ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS.  Once established the 
Quarter Horse Ontario Sires Stakes program will include: 

2011- QH-Ontario Sires Stakes Futurity 

2012- QH-Ontario Sires Stakes Futurity 

  QH-Ontario Sires Stakes Derby 

2013- QH-Ontario Sires Stakes Futurity 

     QH-Ontario Sires Stakes Derby 

     QH-Ontario Sires Maturity 

All ONTARIO ACCREDITED STALLIONS for the 2010 NORTHERN HEMISPHERE 

BREEDING SEASON will automatically be a QH-OSS nominated stallion. (i.e. the 
Stallion Accreditation process for the breeding year will be all that is required to 
include a stallion’s eligibility as an ONTARIO SIRE.) 
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5. THE INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM  

The Quarter Horse Racing Industry Development Plan that forms the foundation 
for the Program, is built upon a number of identified Guiding Principles, 
including: 

• Working towards the betterment of horse racing in general, and Quarter Horse 
racing in particular, and the industry that supports it  

• Assisting the Quarter Horse sector of the Ontario racing industry in growing 
in a responsible and measured way  

• Promoting Ontario-owned and bred horses by developing policies that 
maximize benefits to the Province of Ontario 

• Developing programs and strategies to ensure that there are sufficient numbers 
of qualified participants to meet the needs of the industry  

Expanding participation and horse supply requires support for new 
markets, infrastructure, skills training, and industry benefits. In support of the 
identified Guiding Principles, the Program includes an Industry Development 
component, that includes a suite of programs to support expansion of Quarter 
Horse racing and breeding in Ontario. 

5.1 Group Insurance Benefits – Industry Participants 

(a)  Jockey and Exercise Rider Insurance: 

The Program pays 100% coverage for Accidental Death and 
Dismemberment and Temporary Total Disability insurance for Jockeys and 
Exercise Riders while race riding on sanctioned race days and exercise 
riding on scheduled workout days at Ajax Downs. 

Eligibility requirements for riders: 

• They must hold a current, valid ORC license as a Quarter Horse 
Jockey or Quarter Horse Exercise Rider for the current racing season 

• They must be actively participating as a Jockey or Exercise Rider on a 
sanctioned race day or scheduled workout day at Ajax Downs in 
2010 

• Licensed jockeys and exercise riders are eligible for full protection 
including extended disability if they are an ONTARIO RESIDENT 
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• Claims will be administered through the Quarter Racing Owners of 

Ontario Inc. (QROOI).  

Jockeys and Exercise Riders may purchase enhanced coverage at special 
rates offered by the insurance provider. 

 

(b) Commercial General Liability Insurance: 

The Program pays 100% coverage of Commercial General Liability 
Insurance for every participant in sanctioned racing activities in Canada 
who hold a current and valid ORC Quarter Horse licence. This insurance 
provides protection to Quarter Horse licensees for legal liability as third 
parties for death, disease, bodily injury, personal injury and/or loss of use 
of property while participating in sanctioned racing activities within 
Canada.  

• Claims will be administered through the Quarter Racing Owners of 
Ontario Inc. (QROOI). 

Participants may purchase enhanced coverage at special rates offered by 
the insurance provider. 

 

 (c) Group Benefits Program: 

A Group Benefit Program featuring group rates on life insurance, and 
extended health and dental benefits is available to be purchased by all 
ORC Quarter Horse licensees who are not Stable Guests, Commission or 
Association Officials and who:  

• Hold a current and valid licence for Quarter Horse racing in Ontario 

• Are 19 years of age or older 

• Are residents in the Province of Ontario. 
 

The Program pays Group Benefit premium subsidies for eligible recipients: 

• Eligible Licensed Trainers, Eligible Licensed Breeders and Eligible Licensed 
Jockeys will be subsidized for 50% of the premium excluding taxes 

• Licensed Grooms, Exercise Riders and Assistant Trainers will be 
subsidized for 66.67% of the monthly benefit excluding taxes. 
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An Eligible Licensed Trainer must — 
 

• Be enrolled with the Program Registry for the current year 
• Hold a current, valid ORC licence as a Quarter Horse trainer for the 

current racing year 
• Have at least one recorded start each year in Ontario 
• New trainers joining in the current year will be eligible in the next 

calendar month following their first start in Ontario.  
 

An Eligible Licensed Breeder must — 
 

• Hold a current valid ORC licence in the “Other-Breeder” category 
• Be enrolled with the Program Registry for the current year 
• Must either … 

o Be the BREEDER-OF-RECORD of at least one horse that starts 
in Ontario in the current racing year, OR 

o Must register at least one ONTARIO BRED foal with the 
Program Registry each year (based on the Program criteria for 
ONTARIO BRED). 

• Breeders joining the Program in the current year will be eligible to 
receive subsidized insurance premiums in the calendar month 
following either a first start in Ontario by a horse they bred, OR 
registering an ONTARIO BRED foal with the Program Registry in the 
current year. 

 
An Eligible Licensed Jockey must —  

• Hold a current, valid ORC licence as a Quarter Horse jockey for the 
current racing season 

• Must be listed on the “Active Roster” at Ajax Downs 
• Exceptions would be made for subsidy coverage to continue for jockeys 

absent for health or medical reasons. 
 
A licensed Groom, licensed Exercise Rider or licensed Assistant Trainer must — 

• Hold a current, valid ORC Quarter Horse licence in the relevant 
category 

• Must provide proof of employment from either an Eligible Licensed 
Trainer or Eligible Licensed Breeder. 
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Eligible licensees holding multiple licenses will be subsidized at the lower rate, 
for example: 

• Trainer/Exercise Rider – 50% premium subsidy 
• Breeder/Assistant Trainer – 50% premium subsidy. 

Enrolment Process: 
• Enrolment will be administered through the Quarter Racing Owners of 

Ontario Inc. (QROOI) and supported by the Quarter Horse Racing 
Industry Development Program.  

5.2 Marketing and Communications 
The Program supports marketing of the Ontario Quarter Horse Racing Industry 
Development Program and supports the marketing of Quarter Horse racing in 
the Province of Ontario. The Program remains focused on expanding 
participation in Quarter Horse racing and breeding and expanding the audience 
for live racing. In 2010, this will be achieved through: 

• Program brochures distributed through industry communications 
network 

• Support for the publication of Racing Quarterly 

• Advertising in industry trade journals in Canada and the U.S. 

• Website development 

• Support for special programs that highlight Quarter Horse racing and 
breeding in Ontario 

5.3 Racing and Breeding Stock Sale 
To increase buyer access to Quarter Horses for racing and breeding, and to 
support long-term breeding programs for the industry, The Program will sponsor 
a Racing and Breeding Stock Sale.  

5.4 Post Racing Incentive Program 

The Industry Development Program funds a Post Racing Incentive Program that 
provides … 

• Added value to horses who have raced in Ontario 
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• An incentive for people to buy racehorses at the end of their racing 

career 

• An incentive for people to use ex-racehorses in horse sport. 

There are two components to the Post Racing Incentive Program: 

• An annual Post Racing Bonus for ex-racehorses competing in events 
hosted by recognized associations  

• Industry Sponsorship for marketing and promotion of the Post Racing 
Bonus and for the tracking and verification of eligible horses.  

The Ontario Quarter Horse Racing Industry Development Program has allocated 
$20,000 for bonus payments to be distributed after November 20, 2010. Eligible 
horses must: 

• Compete in events recognized by the Ontario Quarter Horse Racing 
Industry Development Program as eligible for the Post Racing Bonus 

• Must have earned points unique to the Post Racing Incentive Program 
(see below)  

• Must prove that the horse has previously raced at Ajax Downs 

• Must provide the original AQHA Certificate of Registration to verify 
the horse’s identity.  

Points are earned by competing in an event recognized by the Ontario Quarter 
Horse Racing Industry Development Program. Each participant earns points, as 
follows: 

The available awards budget will be shared by all eligible participants, based on 
the following formula calculation: 

Total awards budget / total points = Value-per-point 

Total points earned x value per point = bonus payment per horse 

THE MAXIMUM PAYMENT PER HORSE IN 2010 WILL BE $1,500.

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Claims for the Post Racing Bonus must be submitted to the Ontario Quarter 
Horse Racing Industry Development Program by November 20, 2010. 
Documentation to support a claim will be required.  
 
The Ontario Racing Commission, as Program Administrator, reserves the right to alter 
criteria for future years. 

5.5 Pathway to Employment and Education Program 

The Ontario Quarter Horse Racing Industry Development Program funds a 
Pathway to Employment and Education Program that provides … 

• The opportunity for skills upgrading to grooms in the Quarter Horse 
racing and breeding industry  

• Introduces entry-level employees to the Quarter Horse racing and 
breeding industry with support for skills improvement and 
accreditation through the Groom One Certificate Program offered by 
Equine Guelph. 

There are three components to the Pathway to Employment and Education Program: 

• A two-day Orientation Session  

• Mentored employment within the Quarter Horse racing or breeding 
sectors 

• Support for completion of the Groom One Certificate Program through 
tuition reimbursement, and achievement bursaries. 

The three components of the Pathway to Employment and Education Program are 
linked together through the opportunity for Licensed Quarter Horse Trainers and 
Licensed Quarter Horse Breeders to enrol as Pathway Mentors with the Program. 
Incentives will be attached to establishing a relationship between Pathway 
Students and Pathway Mentors. 

• If a Pathway Student is referred to the Program by a Quarter Horse 
Licensee, enrolment in the Orientation Session is free 

• If a Pathway Student is employed by a Pathway Mentor following the 
Orientation Session, the Pathway Mentor will be eligible for a wage 
subsidy 

• If a Pathway Student is employed by a  Licensed Quarter Horse Trainer or 
Licensed Quarter Horse Breeder, the student is eligible for a Pathway  
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Student Bursary upon successful completion of modules in the Groom 
One Certificate Program. Upon successful completion of the Groom 
One Certificate Program, they will be eligible for full reimbursement of 
the cost for tuition to the Online Learning component. 

To be eligible as a Pathway Student, the applicant must: 

• Be sixteen years of age or older 

• Enrolled with the Program as a Pathway Student 

• Provide a valid Social Insurance Number at time of enrolment 

• Complete the industry Orientation Session. 

To be eligible for the Groom One Certificate Bursary Bonus, the Pathway Student 
must provide: 

• Proof of current employment with a Licensed Quarter Horse Trainer, OR a 
Licensed Quarter Horse Breeder 

• Proof of completion (from Equine Guelph) for each Online Learning 
Module for which the Bursary applies. 

To be eligible for Tuition Reimbursement for the Groom One Certificate 
Program, the Pathway Student must provide: 

• Proof of completion (from Equine Guelph) in the form of the Groom 
One Certificate  

• A receipt for tuition paid 

• Proof of employment with a Licensed Quarter Horse Trainer, OR a 
Licensed Quarter Horse Breeder (at time of application for reimbursement) 

Eligibility for Bursary Bonus and for Tuition Reimbursement will expire at 
the end of the calendar year in which the Pathway Student enrols. Pathway 
Students enrolling in the 2010 Program are only eligible for Bursary Bonus 
and Tuition Reimbursement in 2010.  

5.6 Rider Scholarship Program 

For 2010, the Program will fund two scholarships to the Olds College Exercise 
Rider/Jockey Training Program. The successful candidate(s) will have return 
transportation, tuition and a portion of the course material covered by the 
Program; room and board will be subsidized while the students are based at Olds  
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College. The successful candidate(s) will be an ambassador of Ontario’s Quarter 
Horse racing industry and will complete a 60-ride practicum in Ontario with a 
Licensed Quarter Horse Trainer; and be licensed exclusively in the Quarter 
Horse racing industry for a period of one year.
